NSW Portable Goalpost Sticker Instructions

Project Goal Alert is a safety initiative of Football NSW

As from | July 2009 all full sized and medium sized portable goalposts (weighing 28kgt+) in use within
Football NSW must be affixed with Portable Goalpost Warning stickers. The enclosed stickers are
supplied to all clubs and associations by Football NSW for affixing to portable goalposts as part of the
Football NSW Project Goal Alert safety initiative. ~ Please follow these instructions to ensure they are
affixed correctly. Thank you for your support and assistance in making our sport safer.

AFFIXING THE STICKERS

Each portable goalpost requires 3 stickers. Each sheet supplied contains 3 stickers - all stickers are the same.

Top Crosshar Sticker

One sticker is to be affixed horizontally at the rear of the crossbar. Centre the sticker facing slightly
downwards towards the ground bar.  Ensure that the sticker is not upside down.

(Rear view of crossbar)

Upright Stickers
Affix one sticker to each upright.

Affix each sticker vertically facing outwards away from the goal towards the corner flags. The word
WARNING should be at the top and the FNSW logo at the bottom approx. 60cm from the ground.
